Review and Approval of Past Minutes:

The Minutes from November 25, 2018 were approved by a motion from Rich Thomas, and a second from Bill Dolmovic and a vote by the board.
II. Treasurer's Report:
Yves DeClerck provided a treasurer’s report showing a total balance of $31,235.   There are now 117 paid PPOA members. The report was approved by a motion from Rich Thomas and a second from     Bill Dolmovic and a vote by the board.

f) Status of Commemorative Shelter/Memorial Bench – Rich Thomas reported that the construction was near completion.  The bench will be installed soon and the plaques installed.
g)  Status of replacement for Dana Stewart – Dave LaPere agreed to take Dana’s place as chief of the fire brigade. It was approved after a motion by Rich Thomas and a second by Bill Dolmovic.

a)    Replacing the roof on the mail building – It was agreed that the roof did not need to be replaced. It       

       was then removed from the agenda after a motion by Yves DeClerck and a second by Rich Thomas.

    c)    Ground rules for the newsletter – Mike and Lorna McWilliams asked for clarification on sending out 

           the newsletter. It was agreed to keep it the same with an e-mail option added. Names of people that no 
           longer owned property would try to be identified and removed.      

    d)   Clean up of undeveloped lots – Dana Stewart has contacted the county and was told that they would 

           be inspecting the lots and would notify the owners of any lot that needed to be cleaned.

    e)   Dave and Jennifer’s wedding – It was agreed that the PPOA would give them some wine for a        
          wedding gift for $120.  Patty Rueger agreed to purchase it.  
    f)   Mail building door – Tammi Stewart reported that the door was damaged and needed to be replaced.
          She had a bid from Tim Harness for $800. to replace it. Rich Thomas made a motion to approve it, with

         a second by Juana Gray, then approved by the board.

a. Sunshine/Membership – Tammi Stewart reported that she has sent out get well and condolence 
cards as required .
b. Social Committee –  No report. Kelsey Lane was not present.
c. Street Signs/Roads Committee – Julie LaPere agreed to head up the committee and would look
