Approved Meeting Minutes

President Kit Korf called the meeting to order at 10:05 AM
I. Welcome/Introductions:

Review and Approval of Past Minutes:

The Minutes from May 26, 2019 were approved by a motion from Yves DeClerck, and a second from Juana Gray and a vote by the board.
II. Treasurer's Report:
Yves DeClerck provided a treasurer’s report showing a total balance of $30,728.   There are now 118 paid PPOA members. The total inflow was $6,386 and the total outflow was $2,512.  The report was approved by a motion from Juana Gray and a second from Bill Dolmovic and a vote by the board.
III. Old Business:
a) Review of picnic – Everyone thought the picnic turned out good. There were 36 people there.

We paid Patti Torrey $300. for the music and took in $706. from the auction.  It was agreed that we need to do more advertising next year so more people know about it.
b) Update on Summit Siren – The siren still is not connected. Dana Stewart and Dave LaPere are looking  into how to get  re-reconnected.  We will leave on the agenda for now. 
c) USDF burn piles – It looks like they will not be burning now until the fall.  
d) Status of PPOA Board By-Laws – Rich Thomas sent out an update. Everyone needs to review it and provide feedback to Rich so we can proceed at the next meeting.  
e) Plaque for PCSD building – Bill Dolmovic did not have an update, so will carry it over. There was a question if it should be installed in the building, or on the Commemorative Shelter when it is completed.
f) Update on Entrance Sign – Bill Dolmovic had some designs as reference and will get an estimate so we can discuss it more in the future.
g) Status of Commemorative Shelter/Memorial Bench – The construction is now complete. Barbie’s  
Memorial Bench was completed and installed by Will Legette and Rich Thomas has ordered the memorial plaque for Barbie, and it will be installed once it arrives. The Commemorative Shelter is also complete, but the wooden side slabs still need to be sealed with clear oil. Yves DeClerck said that he would seal them.
h)  Status of replacement for Dana Stewart – The process is complete. Dave LaPere has taken over Dana Stewart’s place as chief of the fire brigade.
i) Clean up of undeveloped lots – Dana Stewart reported that the county was working on the criteria for inspecting the lots. Once that has been completed they can come up to inspect. We will leave it on the agenda for follow up. Dave & Dana agreed to write an article on this for the next newsletter.
j) Gift of Dave & Jennifer – Patty Rueger was not present, so we did not get the status. Leave on the agenda for the meeting.
k) Status of replacing the mail building door -  The door has not been replaced, but it is in process.    Tim Harness is working on it. Leave on the agenda.
IV. New Business:
a)    Board members terms over in Sept. – Yves Declerk, Juana Gray and Rich Thomas agreed to renew     

       their positions on the board. Kelsey Lane had notified us that she would not be renewing her position.    

       Ana Ohnesorgen volunteered to be on the board as the secretary. Her position was confirmed by a  

       motion from Juana Gray and a second from Yves DeClerck and a vote by the board. 

b)   Ground rules for plaques on the Commemorative shelter – Yves DeClerck is to work with Rich
       Thomas to come up with the rules and guide lines for the plaques to be installed.

    c)    The roof on the mail building – Barbara Arnold asked the roof be put back on the agenda, to be   
            discussed again at the September meeting.   

    d)   Another grant for fire prevention – Jeff  Gletne is working on another grant that would be added 

           to the one we are using now. 
    e)   Grant writing team – Dave LaPere suggested that we put together a grant writing team to be able        
          to apply for the many grants that are available. It will be on the agenda for the next meeting.   
    f)   Trailers on lots – Bill Dolmovic reported that trailers or RV’s can only be parked on lots while the 
          owners are building a house. We may be able to get the county to enforce this.

    g)  Fire Brigade budget – Dave LaPere requested a budget for the fire brigade. Yves DeClerck said that

         he would put one together by the next meeting. 

  Committee Reports:
a. Sunshine/Membership – Tammi Stewart was not present.
b. Social Committee –  Kelsey Lane was not present. Jauna Gray and Ana Ohnesorgen said that
they would be taking over the position.
c. Street Signs/Roads Committee – Julie LaPere reported that she is still looking into options to
repair or replace the damaged signs.  
d. Volunteer Fire Brigade – Dana Stewart reported that the brigade put out a fire on Needles Road
two hours before other fire equipment arrived.  A training schedule is to be worked out in advance.
e. PCSD Liaison –  Tom Greisbach was not present. Larry Gray reported that they have a new budget
approved. We also discussed encouraging people to always winterize to help prevent water leaks.

It was suggested that at article be in the Aug. and Nov. newsletters. Larry Gray will also be a
liason for the PCSD. 
f. Mailbox Committee – Tammi Stewart was not there, but Dana reported that only one person still had not paid for their boxes. She is still trying to collect those fees.
